What they did (and typically do for proceedings workshop summaries) is to list the report in our reporter tipsheet (goes out to the 2,000 reporters in our database). This lets them know about upcoming report releases. Then reporters who are interested can ask for copies of the report when it’s released. None of the reporters requested the microbial commons report, which is unfortunate but not surprising. (Reporters don’t consider summaries of workshops/symposia to be news, so there is typically not a lot of interest in them.) They can possibly also set up a public briefing for the release (not done for all reports, just high-profile ones).

· PGA does not have a specific dissemination plan for reports; there is not a formal procedure in place or a checklist. There is also no a list of potential contacts either internal or external. It appears to depend entirely on the staff producing the report and the audience that report would attract, so the bulk of dissemination (besides media contacts) would be up to the unit releasing the report. 

PGA does like staff to write a one sentence description, short summary, and create a Report in Brief (or for proceedings, a Recap) that can be sent to people who request and also posted online. Recaps are only for meetings that do not have a report. Otherwise, they should be called Report in Brief. 
· For reports with a Congressional interest, contact Jim Jensen at the OCGA (Office on Congressional and Government Affairs). OCGA sets up Congressional briefings and should be used when there is Congressional interest. For these and other “high-level of interest” reports, Rita Johnson sets up a launch meeting prior to the report release to bring the OCGA and ONPI groups together to determine a dissemination plan for the report. 

If the report is not a high level product, just the general ONPI announcement to their media database is done. 
· Other ideas (particularly for upcoming report releases)
· List of Organizational Recipients (see list) 

· Ask the board to provide contacts and/or lists of people who may be interested in receiving the report release announcement. (Can this be added to the next Board Meeting agenda?) 
· As usual, create email list of all participants, interested individuals, and speakers/committee for each meeting/workshop/symposia (done)

· Announce to various ListServs

· Add page on BRDI website (done)
· Announcement in the next BRDI newsletter
